Clubhouse Renovations
Hello VPR Members,

Welcome to 20211 T hope this New Year finds you healthy and prospering! Your
Clubhouse Committee created a renovation plan, in 2019, that addressed all aspects of the
clubhouse from new paint, new windows, mural preservation, updating lighting fixtures and
new flooring.

Then 2020 shut down our club events and campouts. In November 2020, Cindy Rota
approached the board with an incremental plan to renovate areas with minimal expense. The
board approved $500 for paint and texture to remove the popcorn ceiling in the fireplace
room, hallway and foyer.

In early January, the clubhouse committee met, and we revised our clubhouse
renovation plan to take advantage of the lack of use in the clubhouse right now. The plan
was streamlined to popcorn removal, paint and possibly install the flooring throughout the
main clubhouse area. The flooring was purchased in late 2019 when the kitchen remodel
happened and is currently stored in the room with the tables and chairs.

The clubhouse committee started with the fireplace room and stripped the popcorn
off the ceiling, removed the wood paneling and chair rail, retextured the ceiling and walls
and painted both.
